A librarian is always there to assist you, but you might want to find a book on your own by
browsing the shelves or checking the catalog on the Library website.

Each book is given a number according to its subject matter. The books are then
arranged in order on the shelves by these numbers. The books in the Library shelves are
arranged by Library of Congress (LC) Classification (Refer to the basic LC classification
scheme on the left baj.

1 To find the book(s) you have chosen, follow the signs in the library to locate where the
collection is located
9 Then follow the labels on the ends of the shelves
